HORSE STALLS  

      Clean Water available for Horses at all times



      Salt available for fed regularly (If not visible/notice must be posted)


      Empty Buckets w/Handles removed and Hay Bags
      No Halters or Tack on Horses in Stalls when unattended                            

      No Tack in Stalls 

      Stall Gates securely latched when unattended                  

      Stalls clean of Manure and soiled Bedding
